Two routes are described for participants arriving at this airport from foreign countries. 

 

1. Fastest way by rapid train

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1. Fastest way by rapid train 
 

 Haneda Airport 

  -(Keikyu Airport Rapid)-> Keikyu Shinagawa Stn 

  -(JR Shinkansen “Kodama”)-> JR Mishima Stn 

  -(free shuttle bus)-> Gotemba Kogen Resort 

 

# Estimate 4,000JPY travel time takes ~2 hrs 

 

To take a train running on Keikyu line, go to the Keikyu ticketing machines in the 2nd Floor and buy a 

ticket to going to Keisei Shinagawa station. Although you will find many types of trains (slow to 

rapid), the fee is the same (400JPY). Here is a detailed guidance for taking train:

Upon Arrival in Shinagawa Station

Transfer to JR Shinagawa station, located in the same building. Go to the JR ticket counter or ticketing 

machines and buy a ticket of JR Shinkansen “Kodama” going to JR Mishima Station. For Shinkansen 

Tickets you can choose either reserved or non-reserved seats (non-reserved seats are cheaper). JR 

Shinkansen “Hikari” is faster than “Kodama”, however half of “Hikari” trains skip Mishima Station. 

 

Upon arrival at Mishima Station

Go towards the North Exit and look for the free shuttle buses going to Gotemba Kogen Resort.

The buses run about once an hour and the final one leaves JR Mishima station at 19:10. Get off on the 

Kogen Hotel stop or . It is the 4th stop. It will take 30-40 minutes.

 Haneda Airport 

  -(Keikyu Limousine bus)-> Tomei Gotemba IC bus stop 

  -(free shuttle bus)-> Gotemba Kogen Resort 

 

# Estimate 2,000JPY travel time takes ~3 hrs if the traffic is smooth 

 

To take a Keikyu Limousine bus (highway bus) running on Keikyu line, go to the Keikyu ticket 

counter at the 2nd Floor and buy a ticket to going to Gotemba Interchange bus stop. Here is a detailed 

map for taking bus:

There are other different company’s highway buses that similarly stop at Tomei Gotemba IC 

(Gotemba Interchange). The fee and travel time will be similar and their counters are also in the same 

floor, neighboring the Keisei’s.  

 

Upon arrival of Gotemba Interchange bus stop 

This bus stop is 7th stop after leaving Haneda airport (http://hnd-bus.com/route/hakonetogendai.html) 

and located at an exit of Tomei Highway.  

Haneda Airport International Terminal Bus Stop Guide (http://hnd-bus.com/route/terminal.html) 
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Transfer from the limousine bus to the free shuttle bus that arrives at a bus stop (the opposite side of 

the local street). Pictures of these buses are shown above. The buses run about once an hour and the 

final one leaves Tomei Gotemba Inter bus stop at 21:40. Get off on the Kogen Hotel stop or 

. It is the final stop. It will take 20 minutes.
